We’re thinking of you this week, and we hope you enjoy your embroidery string! Here 
are a few fun ideas for di�erent ways to use it:

Make friendship bracelets or friendship 
rings—look together for a pattern or 
method on Pinterest to �nd one that you 
want to try!

Create a spider web or maze in your 
doorway or hallway for your family to crawl 
through.

Make string eggs (you’ll need extra sup-
plies for this one): blow up a balloon. 
Create a glue mixture by adding water to 

glue until you get a runny/drippy texture. Cut string into long pieces. Dip the string into 
the glue until it is well covered. Wrap the string around the balloon—create your own 
pattern. When glue dries, pop the balloon and pull it out from the inside. Find a fun place 
in your home to hang or display your string egg!

Measure out a 1 ft piece of string and encourage kids to estimate and then measure 
how long or tall di�erent objects in your home are! Work together to use a small piece of 
string to measure a large object!

Create a God’s Eye: grab 2 sticks from 
outside or even 2 toothpicks. Tie or 
glue them together into the shape of an 
X (or cross). Tie your string around the 
middle where the sticks meet, then 
wrap it around each stick to create a 
pattern.
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
